	Call to Order:  Bill welcomed Board members and introduced Bill Kuehling as the Legal Consultant for the Board.  He called the meeting to order. The Approval of Minutes from July 27, 2017 were read and a motion by Skip Batchelor to approve the minutes as submitted. Sister Mary Ann seconded.  The minutes were unanimously approved as read.
	

	Fiscal Committee Report:  
Grants:  The Fiscal committee reported that under 67.990 Section 5:  The Board of Directors, may accept any gift of property or money for the use and benefit of the persons to be served but only with the approval of the governing body of the city. For the Board to accept a grant, we must get permission from the Board of Alderman.  
A resolution requesting Lutheran Senior Services to accept certain grants and lend assistance to the St. Louis Senior Fund was made by Theresa Mayberry, seconded by Karl Wilson, and approved by a vote of 6 to 0. 
Grant Budget approval: The Daughters of Charity Foundation requires that the grant budget be approved by the Board before they can process the grant application. Cynthia Crim made a motion to adopt the 6 month budget for the St. Louis City Senior Citizens Services Fund Board for $63,000.  Sister Mary Ann Nestel seconded the motion. The motion passed.
Liability Insurance:  A motion was made by Karl Wilson to pursue 3 bids for the purpose of obtaining liability insurance for Directors and Auditors for the Board.  Skip Batchelor seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The motion passed.

Fiscal Agent:  The Board asked Jamie Opsal to present at the September meeting a spreadsheet on the organizations who could provide the fiscal responsibilities for the Board.

	Legal Consultant Report:  
The Board was provided information on the type of tax status the fund operates under. As a governmental unit, the St. Louis City Senior Citizens Services Fund Board is not subject to federal income tax.  Charitable contributions to governmental units are tax-deductible under section 170 (c) (1) of the Internal Revenue Code.
Bill Kuehling recommended adding examples to the By-laws for the purpose of describing the intention.  A formal motion by Cynthia Crim to the Board to include a Custodian of Records in the by-laws.   Karl Wilson seconded.  All were in favor.
