	Legal Consultant’s Report:

· Executive Director agreement resolution.  A motion was made by Karl Wilson for the St. Louis City Senior Citizens Services Fund Board to approve an agreement with Ms. Jamie Opsal to be Executive Director of the Senior fund and to authorize certain other actions necessary to implement the agreement.  Sister Mary Ann Nestel seconded the motion.  All were in favor.     
· Bank Account resolution.  A motion was made by Sister Mary Ann Nestel for the St. Louis City Senior Citizens Services Fund Board to approve the establishment of a bank account or accounts at Commerce Bank and the undertaking of such actions as are necessary and proper to open said accounts.  Karl Wilson seconded the motion.  All were in favor. Cynthia Crim recused herself from the Board discussion and the vote.  
· Memorandum of Understanding with Mental Health Board resolution. A motion was made by Karl Wilson for the St. Louis City Senior Citizens Services Fund Board to approve the adoption of a cooperation agreement with the city of St. Louis Mental Health Board (MHB) for certain administrative services and office space.  Sister Mary Ann Nestel seconded the motion.  All were in favor.     
· Resolution authorizing insurance. A motion was made by Sister Mary Ann Nestel for the St. Louis City Senior Citizens Services Fund Board to authorize the procurement of certain insurance for the fund.  Karl Wilson seconded the motion.  All were in favor. 
	

	Executive Director Report: 
· Grant Update.  ED reported that all three Foundations agreed to extend our timeline for finishing the grant deliverables until February 2018.  Bill Kuehling will look into the Board being able to accept the grant funds as a gift from Lutheran Senior Services or if the funds should be spent down and not transferred to the Board. 
· Jamie handed out projected expenditures as part of administrative budget for the remaining 6 months of fiscal year 2017/2018. The Board approved the administrative budget in order for the office to get established.  The fiscal committee will review the FY budget for 2017/18 and FY 2018/19 and make final adjustments for Board approval.
· Logo and official name:  3 logos were handed out to the Board for their review.  None were favorable.  Jamie will work with agency to get additional logos for January meeting.   Jamie reported that the word “Services” may be misleading and cause citizens to contact the Board directly for services.  The Board will revisit the issue next month with the new logos.
· Jamie presented a handout listing the Board meetings for 2018 as the fourth Thursday of each month. Depending on the grant cycle, the Board will choose a month in the summer to take a recess each year.
